Guest Speaker, Brent Chidsey spoke to the chapter about safety
issues and the importance of explaining things to passengers/Young
Eagles during a flight briefing.

The point of his presentation was how to go through a flight briefing
without scaring your passengers to the point that they will no longer
enjoy their flight; but in a way that will keep both you and your
passenger safe.

To show the difference in the way a flight briefing could be handled, Brent presented a video
from Youtube.com.

Part one of the video explained how not to address a passenger during the briefing. The pilot
